History of the Tanaina Child Development Center-Student Child Care Assistance fund

In late 2004, the Board of Directors at Tanaina recognized that many students were experiencing financial
difficulties juggling the cost of child care and tuition. The Board of Directors decided to launch a campaign to raise
funds for child care assistance. By February 2005 the Board had raised $1,600 and made the initial deposit to the UAA
foundation and the Tanaina Child Development Center-Student Child Care Assistance fund was formed.
Unfortunately $1,600 is not enough to sustain the fund and thus it sat stagnant for several months. Then in eatly 2007
a large donation of $5,000 was made by a generous supporter. This individual spoke with a UAA student and had the
chance to discuss child care expenses at UAA and discovered the gap between quality care and affordable care. The gift
breathed new life into the fund!

The First Awards

December 2007, based on academic standing and financial need, five UAA students received discounts totaling
$1,000 on their child care expenses at Tanaina. In the words of one of the students, “I7 is not possible for me to express how
important this award is to me and my children and to my ability to continue to handle the financial burden that my education is placing on
my family. And, quite frankly, I can’t tell you how good it feels to know that there are individuals who are taking such a concerted effort in
my educational success. ... I want them to know how much their generosity truly means to me and other students who are in my same
sitnation. My continned success at UAA is contingent upon knowing that my child is safe and happy at Tanaina Child Development
Center, and this award is making that possible.”
